endangered animals,” says Thompson, whose iconic movies Edward 
Scissorhands, The Secret Garden, Homeward Bound, and The Nightmare 
before Christmas are beloved by children of all ages. “What better way to 
reach young people and display our art than through the metaverse?” 
There are now 41,415 species on the IUCN Red List, and 16,306 of them 
are endangered species threatened with extinction. This is up from 16,118 
in 2021. “Understanding that other species are important and deserve a 
chance to survive is crucial,” concludes Taliaferro.
